We are all feeling a little more at ease 
in the Junior School as we now have 
almost 70 children who know exactly 
what to do in case of a medical 
emergency. 
 
They have all been taking part in the 
Ambulance Service’s ΨIŜŀǊtǎǘŀǊǘΩ 
programme, which trains them in 
emergency first aid. 
 
The children have been trained to deal 
with various situations, 
including bleeding, choking, loss of 
consciousness and a heart attack. 
They are now able to put someone 
into the recovery position, check for 
DRS ABC (Danger, Response, Shout, 
Airway, Breathing and Circulation) and 
assist until professional help arrives.  
 

 
 
Pupils from Years 1,2 and 6 received 
their ΨIŜŀǊǘǎǘŀǊǘΩ certificates in a 
special assembly earlier this week 
from the Ambulance service’s Mark 
Evans. Thank you to Matron for 
organising the initiative.

The very latest technology designed to 
enhance the learning process was 
used for the first time at AJS this 
week. The Avtivexpression devices, 
which allow the children to interact 
directly with the whiteboards in their 
classrooms, were used by Mrs Knight’s 
class in their Friday morning numeracy 
lesson. 
 

There was much excitement amongst 
the children as they keyed in their 
answers on their pads and then sent 
them to the whiteboard. Instantly, the 
board is able to show, in a variety of 
ways, how many children got the 
answer right.  
 

 
 
The teachers can also use the devices 
to analyse pupil performance and 
which children may need further 
support, consolidation or extension 
work. 
 

The use of the pads will become more 
widespread at AJS (they are already 
used across the Senior School) and will 
inevitably become an accepted part of 
teaching and learning.
