A few junior parents asked me at our 
recent Parents’ Evenings to explain the 
Lexile measures that were recently sent 
home along with a recommended book 
list. 
 

The idea behind ‘The Lexile 
Framework’ for Reading is simple: if 
we know how well a student can read 
and how hard a specific book is to 
comprehend, we can predict how well 
that student will likely understand the 
book. 
 

Therefore the measure is not one of 
achievement but instead a way of 
matching reading ability with 
appropriate reading books.
